OBJECTIVES

The seventh national conference is intended to bring together postgraduate
researchers, academics and industry representatives from Southern Africa to deliberate
on issues of common interest with the aim of improving the status of the construction
industry beyond 2011.

DOCTORAL RESEARCH WORKSHOP

to subject their work to a broader academic critique than they might normally be exposed to
from within a single institution, or from presentation at a conference. A further objective is to
provide students and supervisors with better appreciation of built environment research
being undertaken in South Africa.

The workshop will provide an opportunity for 5 to 6 research students to present their work
in progress to their peers, supervisors and interested academics from different institutions.

Each abstract should be submitted on
a single side of A4 paper with a covering letter. The topic that the proposed paper will
address should be indicated. The name(s) and full contact details of the author(s) are also
required together with specific details pertaining to their role (study leader, researcher, etc).
Abstracts will be reviewed according to the relevance and aims and objectives of the
conference: originality of subject matter; likely academic rigour of the proposed paper;
and likely contribution to knowledge, or practical relevance, of the proposed paper. The
