Cidb launches campaign to alleviate registration delays

Johannesburg – 01 November 2007. Delays in registration of contractors caused by non-compliant applications have prompted the Construction Industry Development Board (cidb) to launch an intensive national education campaign to help contractors register successfully. The campaign was launched by cidb Chief Executive Officer, Ronnie Khoza, at Afribuild in Sandton today.  

Eighty per cent of contractors applying for registration on the cidb Register of Contractors submit applications which are non-compliant and cannot be processed timeously. “This is detrimental to business as a contractor cannot by law, be awarded a construction contract in the public sector unless they are registered with the cidb”, said Khoza. 

There are at least 50 000 registrations on the cidb database of registered contractors and the cidb continues to receive thousands of applications each month. The staggering increase in registrations is fuelled largely by the boom in construction as a result of increased government and private sector investment. “Many of those registering are new entrants with little or no knowledge of construction, and mostly with diminished chances of making a break into the market”, Khoza said. 
The Register of Contractors grades and categorizes contractors according to their financial and works capabilities. It is a macro risk management tool that supports clients and contractors in the award of construction works contracts. The Register of Contractors promotes improved performance and delivery in construction and facilitates targeted contractor development”, Khoza said. 

The cidb is mandated to establish the Register of Contractors by the Construction Industry Development Board Act 38 of 2000. All departments, parastatals and institutions of government are required by regulation to apply the Register of Contractors in construction procurement.
